Dr. Sara Bubb

Dr. Sara Bubb is the Graduate Tutor in the Department for Learn -
ing and Leadership, UCL Institute of Education and a freelance con -
sultant. With a long-standing passion for helping teachers develop,
she has worked with many schools in many countries on profession -
al development and leadership. She has published reports, papers
and articles, as well as 15 books. Her research has been extensive, in -
cluding the professional development needs of headteachers; leader -
ship development; school improvement projects; workload and well -
being; as well as leading professional development. She is convenor of
Network 1, Continuing Professional Development, in the European
Education Research.

Tony Bush, Professor

Tony Bush is Professor of Educational Leadership at the Universi-
ty of Nottingham, and he previously held similar positions at five
other UK universities. He is a vice-president of the British Educa-
tional Management, Administration and Leadership Society (BEL-
MAS) and has been editor of its international academic journal, Ed -
ucational Management, Administration and Leadership (EMAL), s-
ince 2002. He has published more than 80 refereed journal articles
and 30 books, including his best-selling Theories of Educational
Leadership and Management. His extensive international work in-
cludes research, consultancy, external examining, and visiting pro-
fessorships, in 22 countries on all six continents.

Professor Peter Earley holds the Chair of Education Leadership
and Management at the London Centre for Leadership in Learning,
Department of Learning and Leadership, UCL Institute of Educa-
tion, University College London.

His central research interests are leadership, school improvement,
professional development, inspection, self-evaluation and school
governance. Recent externally -funded research and evaluation proj-
ects include: leadership development for headteachers (2016); new
paths or routes to headship (2015); effective headteacher perform-
ance management (2014); the changing landscape of educational
leadership in England (2012); the experiences of new headteachers
(2011); an evaluation of the NPQH programme (2010); and a review
of fast-track or accelerated leadership development programmes
(2009).

He has published widely and recent publications include: Exploring
the School Leadership Landscape: Changing demands, changing re-
alities (Bloomsbury, 2013), Accelerated Leadership Development: fast-
tracking school leaders, (I0E, 2010 with Jeff Jones) and Helping Staff
Develop in Schools (Sage, 2010 with Sara Bubb). His most recent book
is: Earley, P and Greany, T (eds) School Leadership and Education
System Reform (Bloomsbury, 2017).

Eleni Katsarou has been a Clinical Professor in undergraduate teacher
preparation for the past 26 years, and for the last 6 also serving as the di-
rector of a 300-student / teacher candidate program in elementary educa-
tion. All during this time, she has remained steadfast in her approach of
teaching as deliberately intertwining and informing her vision of research
and sense of service. She considers her teaching not only in the university
classes, but she also considers it as being that of program development, e-
specially in preparation for the new professional criteria and state board
of education demands, and in re-designing courses as well as writing pro-
posals, both of which go through department and college faculty univer-
sity committees, and state board approval processes. Concurrently, she has
played an instrumental role as the university coordinator of teacher
preparation and re-design by procuring large teacher quality partnership
(TQP) federal grants, totaling over $30 million, and working collabora-
tively with several colleagues and departments of curriculum and instruc-
tion, in 4 universities and colleges of education in the Chicago area. These
efforts have led to significant changes in teacher preparation, all of which
also remained consistent with the UIC program and college vision and
mission.

Vasilis Koulaidis, Professor Emeritus

Prof. Koulaidis is Vice President for Development, University of Nicosia
and Professor Emeritus at University of Peloponnese. He has extensive ac-
ademic and research experience in the field of education policy and science
education and he has led 20 research projects while participating in many
others, the majority of which concern development and evaluation of ed-
ucational policies. His publication record includes: eleven (11) books in
Greek and one (1) book in English, over one hundred (100) articles in in-
ternational peer reviewed journals (Science Education, International
